The following Conditions of Sale, as amended 
by any published or posted notices or verbal 
announcements during the sale, constitute the 
entire terms and conditions on which property 
listed in the catalog shall be offered for sale or 
sold by Bonhams & Butterfields Auctioneers 
Corp. and any consignor of such property 
for whom we act as agent. As used herein, 
“Bonhams,” “we” and “us” refer to Bonhams 
& Butterfields Auctioneers Corp. If live online 
bidding is available for the subject auction, 
additional terms and conditions of sale relating 
to online bidding will apply; see www.bonhams.
com/WebTerms for the supplemental terms. As 
used herein, “Bonhams,” “we” and “us” refer to 
Bonhams & Butterfields Auctioneers Corp.

not have rules or procedures for the selection of 
an arbitrator, the arbitrator shall be an individual 
jointly agreed to by the parties. If the parties 
cannot agree on a national arbitration service, the 
arbitration shall be conducted by the American 
Arbitration Association, and the arbitrator shall 
be selected in accordance with the Rules of the 
American Arbitration Association. The arbitrator’s 
award shall be in writing and shall set forth 
findings of fact and legal conclusions. 

(c) Unless otherwise agreed to by the parties or 
provided by the published rules of the national 
arbitration service: 

(i) the arbitration shall occur within 60 days 
following the selection of the arbitrator; 

(ii) the arbitration shall be conducted in the city of 
San Francisco, California; and 

(iii) discovery and the procedure for the arbitration 
shall be as follows: 

(A) All arbitration proceedings shall be confidential; 

(B) The parties shall submit written briefs to 
the arbitrator no later than 15 days before the 
arbitration commences; 

(C) Discovery, if any, shall be limited as follows: 
(I) Requests for no more than 10 categories of 
documents, to be provided to the requesting party 
within 14 days of written request therefor; (II) No 
more than two (2) depositions per party, provided 
however, the deposition(s) are to be completed 
within one (1) day; (III) Compliance with the above 
shall be enforced by the arbitrator in accordance 
with California law; 

(D) Each party shall have no longer than eight (8) 
hours to present its position. The entire hearing 
before the arbitrator shall not take longer than 
three (3) consecutive days; 

(E) The award shall be made in writing no more 
than 30 days following the end of the proceeding. 
Judgment upon the award rendered by the 
arbitrator may be entered by any court having 
jurisdiction thereof. 

To the fullest extent permitted by law, and except 
as required by applicable arbitration rules, each 
party shall bear its own attorneys’ fees and costs 
in connection with the proceedings and shall share 
equally the fees and expenses of the arbitrator.
