The following Conditions of Sale, as amended
by any published or posted notices or verbal
announcements during the sale, constitute the
entire terms and conditions on which property
listed in the catalog shall be offered for sale or
sold by Bonhams & Butterfields Auctioneers
Corp. and any consignor of such property

for whom we act as agent. As used herein,
“Bonhams,” “we” and “us” refer to Bonhams

& Bultterfields Auctioneers Corp. If live online
bidding is available for the subject auction,
additional terms and conditions of sale relating
to online bidding will apply; see www.bonhams.
com/WebTerms for the supplemental terms. As
used herein, “Bonhams,” “we” and “us” refer to
Bonhams & Butterfields Auctioneers Corp.

1. Bidders and purchasers must be at least

Other well-known Pomerol
Chateaux will be cataloged as Cru Classe.

5. Solely for the convenience of bidders, a
currency converter may be provided at the
auction.
